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General Terms and Conditions

1. The Client and the Contractor agree that by signing this Order Sheet they enter into a Works Contract pursuant to Section 2586 et seq. of the Civil Code. The subject of the Works Contract is, in particular, the Contractor's obligation to perform laboratory analysis of samples (work) and the Client’s obligation to pay for the performed work. The Contracting Parties agree that the subject of the work is definitely and clearly specified by the information given on the order sheet. Rights and obligations not regulated by this Contract are governed by the provisions of the Civil Code. This Contract may only be amended by a written agreement of the Contracting Parties, unless expressly stated otherwise in these General Terms and Conditions.

2. Receipt of samples is made between 7 am and 4 pm on Monday to Thursday and between 7 am and 2:30 pm on Friday (between 7 am and 1 pm on Friday at the Mníšek pod Brdy laboratory). Samples brought after this time shall be received by the sample reception. The Contractor shall commence the work at the moment of receiving the samples at the sample reception the following working day in the morning. Until the samples are received, they shall be stored at the Contractor’s workplace in such a way as to prevent their deterioration.

3. All samplers shall be properly labelled with self-adhesive labels to avoid confusion. The label shall include at least the sample name, date of sampling and location of sampling.

4. The Client and the Contractor have agreed on the price of the work in the amount determined by the valid price list of the Contractor, unless otherwise agreed in writing. VAT will be added to the agreed price pursuant to the regulations in force at the time of invoicing.

5. The Contractor shall invoice the price of the work on the day of handover and acceptance of the results of the work. The Client shall undertake to pay the invoice within 14 days of receipt thereof. In case of doubt about the date of delivery of the invoice, the invoice shall be deemed to have been delivered within five days of sending it by registered post to the last known address of the Client.

6. If the Client is in delay with the payment of the price for the work or part(s) thereof, it shall pay the Contractor a contractual penalty of 0.1% of the outstanding amount for each day of delay.

7. The Client and the Contractor agree that the originals of the results may be accepted in person by the Client at the laboratories of AQUATEST a.s. or they may be sent to the Client by registered post or in another way, if so indicated on the order sheet. The Client and the Contractor agree that in case of doubt, the day of handover and receipt of the work shall be the day of sending the results of the completed work by registered post to the last known address of the Customer.

8. In the event that the Client requires samples to be taken, then the Client shall be obliged to provide the Contractor’s employees with all required assistance, in particular to allow entry to the sample location.

9. In the event that the Client or the person designated by the Client takes the samples, the Contractor shall not be liable for the quality of sampling and labelling, nor shall it be liable for defects in the work caused by incorrect sampling or labelling of samples.

10. In the event that the Client lodges a complaint about possible defects of the work the Contractor shall handle the complaint in a manner determined by the internal procedure for proceeding of complaints.

11. The Contracting Parties agree that all legal acts, notices and other communications shall be deemed effective against the other Contracting Party on the fifth day following their sending by registered post to the last known address of the other Contracting Party, unless otherwise stated in these General Terms and Conditions.

12. By signing the order sheet, the Client confirms that it agrees with these General Terms and Conditions. The Contracting Parties agree that all agreements, declarations or other information stated herein are legally binding for both Contracting Parties, unless expressly stated otherwise.

13. The Client agrees that the employee of the Contractor working in the sample reception signs the order sheet on behalf of the Contractor. The Contractor shall be bound by the signature of this employee in its entirety.

14.
